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Dr. Noora Lari – Manager of Policy Department and researcher Noor Al-Emadi – Senior 
Research Assistant have published a research paper entitled “Measuring parental 
involvement in Dual-earner Qatari Families” in the Journal of Child and Family Studies 
in December 2021. The main aim of the paper was to clarify the answers to two main 
questions: 1) To what extent are parents involved in caring for their children? 2) What 
are the differences between the sexes (father and mother) in family participation? This 
paper used data from a work-family balance survey on Qatari male and female 
workers to answer these questions. 
The results indicated that there are 
several main factors determining the 
degree of parental familial involvement 
that have been categorized into factors 
related to the personal, professional, 
and social support the family receives. 
The results also revealed that the 
degree of gender differences in the care 
of children is determined by comparing 
parents’ job responsibilities and 
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relationships to the time parents spend with their children. The results contribute to the 
development of family-friendly work policy to support working parents with the 
necessary time and resources in Qatar and the Gulf region.
